DISTRIBUTION PROTOCOL OF SETTLEMENT FUNDS IN THE CANADIAN
AUTO PARTS PRICE-FIXING CLASS ACTIONS

(Automotive Access Mechanisms, Automotive Steel Tubes,
Power Window Switches, and Valve Timing Control Devices)

The procedures set forth herein are intended to govern the administration of the settlement

agreements entered into in the following automotive price-fixing class actions:

(a) Automotive Access Mechanisms;

(b) Automotive Steel Tubes;

(c) Power Window Switches; and

(d) Valve Timing Control Devices.

The administration shall be completed in conjunction with the Amended Second Omnibus
Distribution Protocol, attached hereto as Schedule “A”. Settlement payments will be
calculated in accordance with the Amended Second Onmibus Distribution Protocol.
Settlement Class Members who file claims under the Amended Second Omnibus
Distribution Protocol will be automatically considered for compensation under this
Distribution Protocol. There will be no separate claims or appeal process for this

Distribution Protocol.

For the purposes of this Distribution Protocol, the following definitions apply:

(a) Affected Vehicle means the following new passenger cars, sport utility vehicles,
vans, and light trucks (up to 10,000 Ibs) purchased and/or leased during the “Event

Period” or “Post Event Period”, as set out in the chart below:
